2:30pm: Selection Panel (District Chair, Competition Director, Assistant Competitors/s, 

Administrator and Development Officer) to meet in Function Room briefly to 
select top three winners.  
Development Officer to enter winners on announcer’s sheet with support from 
SFC staff.

Junior club running race to commence (each club is asked provide four players 
for the relay.
