2:00pm:  Juniors are asked to begin arriving (if not arriving earlier to watch the Reserves 

Game). Players and Officials from Junior Clubs to Arrive and be seated in marked 
areas on grassed banks behind the southern goal posts (see attached map) 

 Clubs are provided the opportunity erect banners, tier drop signs and marquees 
within your designated area. We recommend these are erected prior to 1.00pm. 

 
 Junior Clubs to be in position in their club areas.  
 
2:40pm: West Perth Football Club volunteers will report to each junior club and brief club 

officials. 
 
3:00pm:  Players and Officials from Junior Clubs move to the oval boundary POSITION A (see 

attached map) ready for instruction from PA and District Staff.   
 
~3:08pm Half Time Siren 
 
3:10pm: PA instructs Players and Officials from Junior Clubs to move onto the oval – PA 

begins Parade Day announcements 
Parade begins moving diagonally to front inside boundary line to POSITION B in 
front of the main grandstand, before parading across the front of the grand stand to 
POSITION C where they will form a guard of honour for West Perth FC Players.  

 
~3:25pm: West Perth enters the arena 
 
~3:26pm:  Claremont enters the arena 
 
3:27pm: PA to announce Players and Officials from Junior Clubs to depart oval  

POSITION A (Clubs are asked to depart the ground quickly for game to resume on 
time)
